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Die Sendung mit der Maus ist eine der
erfolgreichsten Kindersendungen in
Deutschland. Lustigerweise liegt das
Durchschnittsalter der Zuschauer jedoch bei fast
40 Jahren, da viele Eltern und GroReltern die
Sendung zusammen mit ihren Kindern ansehen.

Die Sendung besteht im wesenlichen aus
drei Teilen. Zum einen gibt es die rund
funf Minuten langen ,Lachgeschichten®. In
diesen werden zum Beispiel Kinderlieder
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Alltagsfragen beantwortet werden. Es geht
dann zum Beispiel darum, wie die Lécher in
den Ké&se kommen, wie Kaugummi
hergestellt wird, oder wie man ein Fahrrad
baut. Die Videos sind so gestaltet, dass sie
auch von Kleinkindern einfach zu verstehen
sind.

Dann gibt es zwischen den Lach- und
Sachgeschichten noch rund 30 Sekunden
lange Animationen, in denen die orange
Maus, ein blauer Elefant und eine Ente
auftreten. Alle drei Charaktere verwenden
keine Worte, man kann aber oft das
Augenzwinkern der Maus oder das Troten
des Elefanten hoéren.
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Im Rahmen des deutsch-japanischen
Kulturaustausches ,Deutschland in Japan
2005/2006“ wurde die Maus zum
Maskottchen der Deutschen Botschaft in
Japan. Zudem gab es eine ,Japan-Maus*-
Sondersendung, in der zum Beispiel das
Leben in Japan vorgestellt wurde. Von 2005
bis 2006 wurden kurze Teile der Sendung
mit der Maus unter dem Titel ,Daisuki!
Maus* auch als Teil des
Bildungsfernsehens auf dem japanischen
Sender NHK ausgestrahlt. Weltweit wurde
die Maus bereits bin fast 100 Landern in
Teilen gezeigt.

Die Sendung konnte in Deutschland bisher
bereits viele Preise gewinnen und
Merchendise und Spiele mit der Maus sind
ebenfalls im Verkauf. Zum 20-jahrigen
Geburtstag der Maus wurden 2021 auch
eine 20 Euro Gedenkminze und eine
Sonderbriefmarke hergestellt.

However, these days | can sketch
outside for two or three hours. | don'’t
feel shy and | enjoy it very much. Can
you guess why? It's because | found
a friend to go sketching with me. So
far, we have painted the sea in
Hyuga, hydrangeas in Nobeoka, and
an abandoned train station in
Hinokage town. There is no shortage
of beautiful sights in northern
Miyazaki! Each time we choose a
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different landscape to paint, so it's
always a challenge and an
opportunity to  explore.  When
sketching we sit a little apart so we
can practice social distancing but we
can still talk to each other easily. It's a
good chance for me to practice
speaking Japanese and for my friend,
who is Japanese, to practice English
conversation. I'm glad that | had the
chance to discover my passion for
painting and | hope | can go on many
more sketching trips during my time in
Nobeoka!
